Water/Sewer bills will be issued July 1st with a due date of July 31st. If you find that

you have not received your bill by July 11th please contact the City Office as we are not
responsible for undelivered mail. Realizing that the 31st of July is a Sunday, please utilize
the drop box located to the right side of the front of our building. Any bill not paid by the
31st will be assessed a 10% late penalty fee and will be due by August 17th by 3:00 PM.
Water shut-off is scheduled after August 18th, 2016.  If water service is interrupted for non-
payment, there will be an additional restoration fee of $50 to reconnect water service.  Ques-
tions regarding your bill can be directed to the Water/Sewer Department at 410-751-1100.

MONTHLY PRE-PAYMENT PLAN
Paying monthly on your water/sewer bill account continues to be an option for your

household budget.  Please be sure your account number is referenced at time of payment.
All payments collected prior to the quarterly billing will be reflected on your account with
the net balance due.  Any over payments will remain on your account as a credit toward your
next quarterly bill.  If you want an annual average, please call the Water/Sewer Department
at 410-751-1100.

WATER AND SEWER RATES INCREASE
Effective with the quarterly billing period beginning July 1, 2016, the water and sewer

rate will increase. The new rate will be reflected on the bill for the quarter ending September
2016. Please keep in mind that if final reads are requested after July 1, 2016 the new rates
will apply. The new water rate will be $7.63 per 1,000 gallons and the sewer rate will be at
$14.99 per 1,000 gallons. The rate increase is based on Ordinance No. 24-2016.  Questions
regarding the increase can be directed to the Water/Sewer Department at 410-751-1100.

DEAR PROPERTY OWNERS:
The City of Taneytown would like to take this opportunity to clarify our policy on

estimated water bills.  If the City does not get a radio read of your water meter (we do not
need to enter your property to get this reading), the system will estimate your bill based on
the previous three (3) quarters usage.  There will also be a message on the water bill stating
METER CHECK DUE NOW - CALL ASAP.  If you see this message please contact the
City office at 410-751-1100. We will set up an appointment with you to inspect our equip-
ment and replace the battery that is located in your house.

If your bill has this note, please contact the City office at 410-751-1100, immediately,
so that we can schedule a time to physically check the meter, obtain an actual read and/or
complete needed repair, so we can obtain future radio reads.  This process should take
approximately 10 - 15 minutes.  All you need to do is allow us a clear passage to your water
meter in your home.

We
passed our City's budget
with no tax increase again
this year - regardless of what
you may hear, and despite
the lingering recession. The
good news is that our assess-
able (property) tax base rose
slightly. Individual assess-
ments did not rise for the
most part. The additional
revenue is due primarily to
the fact we've added several
new homes to the tax rolls
since the last county assess-
ment was conducted. This is
the first time since 2008 we
have had an increase in rev-
enues.

One thing that will go
up with the new budget, al-
though only slightly, are the
water and sewer rates. Our
scheduled 5% increase has
been reduced to only 3.5%
(.26/1000 gal of water used
& .52/1000 gal of sewer).

2016
REVITALIZATION
ACT AMENDMENT

Do you own, or are you consid-
ering investing in a downtown
Taneytown property? In 2011 the
Mayor and Council passed a revital-
ization ordinance that established a
revitalization district, and provides
benefits including reimbursement for
a percentage of project costs that im-
prove properties within the district.
The boundaries of the district can be
viewed at http://www.taneytown.org/
documents/Revitalization Area
(2)ID1165.pdf. The original ordi-
nance used a tiered incentive payment
which was spread over a five year
period, and included a municipal tax
freeze, plus, for downtown busi-
nesses, an incentive for job creation.
Earlier this year, the Mayor and City
Council amended the Revitalization
Act, extending benefits of the pro-
gram to 2020, and providing for in-
centive payments of 10% of qualified
project costs rather than the original
tiered system. The amendment also
provided for a lump sum incentive
payment rather than payments spread
out over five years. The job creation
and tax freeze incentives remain un-
changed from the original ordinance.
If you are considering renovations to
improve the condition of a downtown
commercial building, or are consid-
ering facade improvements to a
downtown residential building, please
contact the Planning and Zoning or

It's about that time of year when
our streets blossom with neon orange,
green and yellow tag-board signs,
heralding the start of yard sale sea-
son! Please keep in mind that off-
premise signs are prohibited by City
Code. Yard sale signs are permitted
in all zones of the City, but they "must
be on the property where the sale is
being conducted" according to section
205-44.E. Signs on parked vehicles
are not allowed as described in sec-
tion 205-53.K. "Prohibited Signs".
The off-premise limitations also ap-
ply to new home and other real estate
directional signs as well. If you place
such a sign somewhere other than the
property that is having the sale, or is
for sale, don't be surprised if it disap-
pears.

This is also a busy time of year
for complaints regarding yard main-
tenance, or rather lack of mainte-
nance. Weeds and grass need to be
kept under control, with the City Code
specifying that property owners or oc-
cupants not allow property to become
overgrown, which is defined basically
as weeds or other plants over 8 inches
high. Trees are exempt from this re-
quirement provided they are not
growing wild, and plants grown for
cultivation or ornamental purposes
are also exempt. Property that be-
comes overgrown, may be considered
"detrimental to health, safety, or wel-
fare or the inhabitants of the city" ac-

cording to Chapter 124 Article III of
the City Code. When you do mow,
please do not discharge or blow grass
clippings onto the sidewalk or into the
street where they may block storm
drains. Yes, that's a violation of City
code as well! Properties that either
become overgrown or accumulate
refuse or rubbish may also be provid-
ing a habitat for rodents, and feral
cats, which of course tend also to trig-
ger complaints. Consider also, that
harboring animals, according to Ani-
mal Control Ordinances adopted by
the City basically makes someone
who harbors an animal the animal's
owner - just something to think about
before sitting food or water out for
strays that may come around your
property.

I occasionally get daily calls
from the individuals to re-report vio-
lations. Please be aware that the City
has to provide notice to property own-
ers, and allow 7 days for initial health
and sanitation violations or 10 days
for zoning violations at a minimum
for a property owner to correct the
violation before we can step in and
mow a property, or impound a car for
example. There's really no need to call
every day until something is cor-
rected.

Let's all do our part to keep prop-
erty maintained and help keep our
City a safe, healthy environment, and
looking its best!

For the first time since we removed
the "quarterly usage fee" we have
been able to pay for the water sewer
operations by funds generated by the
service. There has been much discus-
sion, particularly over the past year,
regarding water and sewer rates. Stud-
ies have been conducted, committees
formed and improvements imple-
mented. Still some advocate
underfunding of this system and us-
ing property taxes and savings (re-
serves) to balance the books. This
makes little sense and is simply a bad
business practice. This is a practice
discouraged by both our auditors
(GAAP regulations) and those who
hold the municipal bonds that have
paid for our progress (improvements).
I have recorded a video message ad-
dressing this situation in detail. It may
be accessed via our web site
(www.taneytown.org) or You Tube
(https://youtu.be/2nmybfCtkh0).

Many people enjoy the compan-
ionship of cats and dogs in their
homes. They consider their pets a part
of the family.  (Young adults may
think of their pets almost like their
first children. Families value animals
as playmates and confidants for the
children in addition to appreciating
the unconditional love and devotion
they show Mom and Dad as well.
Senior citizens often seek the com-
panionship of pets when younger
family members have moved away or
are not always available to spend time
with them.) When it comes to medi-
cal care for their four footed friends,
they want the best.  But taking them
to an animal hospital is not always as
easy as it sounds.

Consider how many cats you
know of who aren't used to leaving
the house. They may get so upset in
the carrier during the car ride that they
cry or howl the whole way. Perhaps
they even lose control of bodily func-
tions.  By the time they reach the ani-
mal hospital there might be urine,
stool and/or vomit in the carrier and
all over the cat, perhaps in the car as
well.  Or how about the dogs who
love car rides but "put the brakes on"
when they see the front door of the
clinic? They are drug in on leashes,
panting and gagging from the collar
choking them. They continue to
whine and bark the entire time they
sit in the waiting room. This causes
other dogs and cats in the waiting
room and even in the exam rooms to
hunch, hide and tremor in response
to the commotion, or perhaps yet
other dogs join in.  Most likely the
pet owners present at the time are not
relaxed either.

Less stress for pets:  When a
house call vet comes into the home,
many potential stressors are elimi-
nated. The list starts with eliminat-
ing the stresses of the carrier and car
ride. House calls also avoid interac-

tions with other pets, which eliminates not only fear-
ful situations but also potentially dangerous ones if
another pet is unexpectedly aggressive or has con-
tagious medical issues which have not yet been di-
agnosed as everyone sits in the waiting room. It also
allows for a better physical exam, with more nor-
mal heart and respiratory rates and more relaxed
bodies. This translates into better abdominal palpa-
tion, better lameness evaluations, more accurate
blood pressure and glaucoma test readings, even
more accurate blood test results not skewed by the
influences of stress.  For example, some cats have
high blood sugars when they are stressed so that
additional tests are needed to distinguish stress from
diabetes. Furthermore, older large breed dogs may
have physical limitations which make it hard for
them to get in and out of the car, and just as hard for
their owners to help them.

Less stress for owners:  Remember that on the
other end of those leashes and holding those carri-
ers are people who love their pets and hate seeing
them stressed. Even if it is not their pet making the
mess or the noise, it is still affecting them to see
others who are. If a cat owner is afraid of dogs, the
vet hospital waiting room can be a scary place in-
deed.  Just as uncomfortable is the dog owner who
is allergic to cats and has to wait in rooms in which
stressed cats have shed everywhere.  And when one
person has to endure bad news or make that final
decision for a four footed friend, it often affects other
pet lovers who are at the hospital and witness the
grief.  Not only can these issues be avoided with a
house call
visit, but if

A MODERN ODYSSEY:
LOCAL MEN HONOR

AND SERVE AMERICAN
HEROES IN

ENDURANCE EVENT

For Taneytown's city attorney,
Jay Gullo, February 21, 2008 began
like any normal day. He swung by
City Hall to have the Mayor sign some
papers, then headed to his office to
get on with work for the day. But
Gullo noticed he was feeling a bit
unusual. By the time he returned to
his offices, he was feeling distressed
enough to call for medical assistance
- and learned he was suffering a ma-
jor heart attack. Gullo, just thirty-nine
at the time and feeling at the top of
the world - he was not only a success-
ful lawyer but had enjoyed a success-
ful political career as Mayor of New
Windsor, among other positions - was
in a state of disbelief. He was told by
the doctors that he had the chance to
turn his life around, or to expect an-
other, possibly fatal heart attack. "I
was absolutely devastated," Gullo re-
members. "I felt utterly powerless. I
had always been the ruler of my own
life, but here was something unex-
pected which denied me that false
sense of invincibility. And I decided
I wasn't going to sit around and feel
sorry for myself, but find ways to get
better."

With the support of his family,
including his sister Kat Hale, Gullo
lost sixty pounds, committed to exer-
cise and healthy eating, and decided
to begin pushing himself physically
to do away with the mental anguish
that plagued him. Beginning with a
5K run, Gullo began competing in nu-
merous, increasingly challenging
events of endurance, building up not
only his stamina, but reinforcing his
confidence and sharpening his mind.
"That's what it's all about," Gullo said.
"I'm always asking myself, what's the
next thing I can do to push myself?'
That next thing would bring Gullo,
and another important figure to resi-
dents of Taneytown to the remote
deserts of White Sands Missile

Range, New Mexico in March 2016
by the way of the Bataan Memorial
Death March.

In April 1942, following the
Battle of Bataan on Luzon Island in
the Philippines, the Imperial Japanese
Army forced tens of thousands of
American and Filipino prisoners of
war to undertake a horrific sixty-plus-
mile march to Camp O'Donnell, dur-
ing which time more than twenty-one
thousand Americans and Filipinos
were either killed or died on the way.
Thousands more suffered beatings,
starvation, and illness. The Bataan
Memorial Death March, held annu-
ally in New Mexico, commemorates
its historical namesake and honors the
sacrifice of those forced to endure it
decades before. "Participating is a
way of remembering those who sac-
rificed so much for us, for the free-
dom that we have," Gullo explained.
"It reminds us of the sacrifices that
those in uniform are still making for
us even today."

Gullo originally met Taneytown
Police officer, Patrolman First Class
Steven Sakadales through his inter-
actions with the city's police depart-
ment. Sakadales, a veteran Army

combat medic who served in Iraq,
developed a friendship with Gullo
through their mutual interest in shoot-
ing. Gullo, who wanted to learn how
to shoot, was thrilled to discover that
Sakadales is licensed as a firearms
instructor, while Sakadales, who has
always wanted to learn to dive, was
thrilled to discover that Gullo is a div-
ing instructor. So it was only natural
when Gullo suggested the Bataan
Memorial Death March to Sakadales
that the two decided to pursue the
challenge.

"I first learned about the March
when I was in the Army," Sakadales
explained, "but was not able to attend
at the time." Given the chance to do
so this spring, Sakadales was all in:
"I wanted to take it on." For
Sakadales, the challenge was also
very personal. Not only is the histori-
cal March legendary among members
of America's armed forces, but the
loss of so many lives strikes a reso-
nant tone with Sakadales. As a com-
bat medic, and in his current work as
a Taneytown police officer, Sakadales
has committed his life to saving the
lives of others. Sakadales has long

supported Platoon 22, a local orga-
nization dedicated to the prevention
of veteran suicide. Prior to the march,
he organized a GoFundMe
crowdfunding venture, the proceeds
of which totaled seven hundred dol-
lars and were entirely donated to Pla-
toon 22. Additionally, Sakadales and
Gullo dedicated their march to the
honor and memory of Sakadales'
comrade-in-arms, Specialist Allen
Reding.

Gullo and Sakadales knew the
coming march would test their endur-
ance. They spent extra time training
to travel long distances with weight,
as well as going through "a lot of
mental prep," Sakadales recalls.
Gullo agreed that preparing for the
experience was critical. "It isn't
something you take lightly," he says.

The Memorial March itself con-
sisted of a 26.2-mile trek through
sun-scorched sand, nearly-inacces-
sible and isolated territory, passage
over a mountain, and journeying
through land once owned by the cel-
ebrated Pat Garrett (the man who
brought down infamous Old West
outlaw, Billy the Kid). The march
began just as the sun pierced the ho-
rizon at seven a.m. Actual survivors
of the historical march were present
to shake hands and see the 7,500 par-
ticipants off at the starting line. "We
were thinking, we are not going to
quit no matter what," Gullo recalls
as he and Sakadales stepped off.

The morning, which dawned
cold and still, soon gave way to mi-
rages and temperatures that rose into
the seventies. The extra layers that
kept Gullo and Sakadales warm soon
became additional weight to their
ruck packs, while blisters quickly
adorned their tennis shoe-clad feet.
The packs they carried needed to con-
sist of a minimum thirty-five-pound
weight in order for participants to
qualify for the Civilian Heavy cat-
egory. Gullo and Sakadales, how-
ever, carried packs that exceeded fifty

pounds which included food and wa-
ter, suntan lotion, phones, and other
important things.

Meanwhile, all around them,
dozens of participants were com-
pelled to drop out of the march. The
toughest areas to cover included a
hike up a mountain, and then the Sand
Pits, a forsaken place composed of
deep sandscape, made up the final six
miles of the march. It was during
these times that Gullo and Sakadales
relied on one another for strength,
drawing courage from the determina-
tion they found in one another. "We
were a team," Gullo relates. "And we
were going to conquer this as a team."
At the twenty-second mile, Sakadales
dropped to do twenty-two pushups in
honor of Platoon 22.

In a remarkable time of eleven
and-a-half hours, Gullo and Sakadales
crossed the finish line. From there,
they returned to their hotel for pizza
and showers, thrilled with both the
achievement, and the good for veter-
ans they were able to accomplish. At
the airport the following day, a World
War II veteran and Bataan Death
March survivor noticed Gullo and
Steve, and recognized them as partici-
pants. "This was one of the coolest
parts of the trip, to have a man like
that recognize you," Gullo said. And
the trip itself is something which Gullo
and Sakadales intend to do a second
time. "I would do the march again,"
Sakadales revealed. "I want to get a
better time." In reflection on the trip
itself, the march, and the veterans
ñmany of them injured and disabled,
Gullo could only be inspired. "The
next time you think of quitting any-
thing," Gullo explained wisely, "think
of them."
